
Red George Medical Needs Policy
1. Purpose
The purpose of this policy is to outline the procedures and provisions for meeting the medical needs of children attending Red George. It ensures that children with medical needs receive appropriate care and support to access education safely and equitably.
2. Scope
This policy applies to all students, including those with both short-term and long-term medical conditions, and aims to support students in managing their health needs while ensuring they can fully participate in their education.
3. Policy Objectives
· To provide clear guidelines for supporting children with medical needs.
· To ensure that children with medical needs receive appropriate care and educational support.
· To safeguard the health, safety, and wellbeing of children attending Red George.
· To maintain close communication with the referring agency.
4. Responsibilities
4.1 Designated Medical Needs Coordinator

The designated coordinator is responsible for:
· Assessing the medical needs of students and ensuring appropriate support is in place.
· Liaising with the referring agency. 
· Keeping accurate records of students' medical conditions, treatments, and emergency procedures.
· Training staff to understand medical needs and ensuring all relevant staff are informed of students' medical requirements.
4.2 Staff Responsibilities
All staff are expected to:
· Be familiar with the medical needs of students they work with.
· Follow medical advice and care plans as appropriate.
· Take necessary action in case of an emergency related to a student's medical condition.
· Ensure that any medical records or sensitive information are kept confidential.

4.3 Referring agency (School/Local Authority/parent/carer) must:
· Provide accurate, up-to-date information regarding the child’s medical needs, including conditions, medications, and treatment.
5. Medical Assessment and Individual Care Plans
5.1 Initial Assessment
At the point of referral students with known medical conditions or additional health needs must undergo an assessment to identify their specific medical requirements. This may include:
· Consultation with parents/carers.
· Information from healthcare providers.
· Input from any external agencies or specialists involved in the child's care.
5.2 Individual Healthcare Plans (IHP)

For children with complex or ongoing medical conditions, an Individual Healthcare Plan must be provided to Red George from the referring agency This will:
· Be tailored to the child’s specific medical needs.
· Set out clear procedures for how the child’s medical needs should be managed.
· Detail the necessary medications and treatments, including any potential side effects or triggers.
· Outline emergency procedures to follow in case of a medical crisis.
· Be reviewed and updated regularly.
5.3 Emergency Procedures
Each IHP will include a detailed emergency protocol, ensuring staff know what steps to take if a medical emergency occurs, including:
· How to contact emergency services.
· Who to notify.
· Any life-saving treatments or procedures that should be initiated before medical assistance arrives.
6. Medication Management
Red George does not keep any form of medication on site and staff do not administer medications to children. The referring agency should inform Red George of any child who is required to take prescribed medication and the procedure for managing this will be discussed on an individual basis dependent upon the childs needs, capabilities and nature of the medication. 
8. Educational Adjustments
Referring agency to provide details of any adjustments needed.

9. Health and Safety Considerations
Red George will maintain a safe environment by:
· Ensuring that medical needs are considered in the broader health and safety context.
· Ensuring all staff are aware of relevant first aid procedures and how to handle medical emergencies.
· Keeping a well-stocked first aid kit available at all times. 
11. Review and Monitoring
This policy will be reviewed on an annual basis, or sooner if there are significant changes to national guidance or the medical needs of students..
13. Conclusion
Red George is committed to ensuring that all children, regardless of medical needs, can participate fully in their education. By providing a clear framework for managing medical conditions, we aim to create an inclusive, supportive, and safe learning environment for every student.
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
